Kim Potter seconded
the motion, which passed the full board. Ben White explained that grants will be received later than
expected for the Spain Complex improvements {in the next fiscal year). He suggested that the board pay
only $20,000 this fiscal year for the project, and consider placing the remaining $40,000 which had been
budgeted for this purpose into next fiscal year’s budget, along with an additional $60,000 for grant match.
John Garcia made a motion to amend this year’s budget to subtract $40,000 from the original Spain
Complex Improvements budget of $60,000; motion seconded by Donna Williams and approved
unanimously.

CITY MANAGER REPORT—BEN WHITE

City Manager Ben White presented an oral report: The railroad tracks are being installed over the bridge
and are reported to be completed in June. 5* graders will plant flowers downtown on May 16. Halff
Associates are now under contract to prepare a master plan for the Spain Complex. He suggested the
board consider a workshop at the next meeting to discuss the Spain Complex plans. The results from the
recent city survey will be made available to the park planners. The recent drainage repairs to the Spain
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Complex are complete and are working, although there may be more drainage issues to address in the
future.

MAIN STREET MANAGER UPDATE—ADAH LEAH WOLF

Main Street Manager Adah Leah Wolf presented a written report for April, and highlighted the following:
The Marketing 101 Workshop was attended by over 20 participants; Melinda Holden may be able to give
a follow up workshop as well. The Audie Murphy Day planning committee is getting ready for the
sponsorship and the veterans mailings. A WWII living history group will be participating this year. The
Heritage Museum building renovation has been nominated for a Collin County Historical Commission
Preservation Award. The Crowder Building is undergoing renovations (119 S. Main). Homegrown Plants
is donating all of the flowers for the 5 graders to plant downtown next Monday. The next downtown
merchants meeting will be at Red Door Antiques on May 19.

B. City Manager to provide update on 4A's (FEDC) involvement in possible
Zoning Ordinance rewrite

» Ben White addressed the commission to let them know that the City
Attorney will be attending the next 4A meeting to make sure that 4A’s use
of funds for a zoning rewrite is legal. There will be an update at the next
P&Z meeting.



M. WORKSHOP

A. Consider, discuss and act upon the request from the City Council to review
and update the Sign Ordinance. Chief Sullivan and staff will address specific
issues that they face in enforcing the ordinance as it is written.

Chief Sullivan came before the commissioners and stated that he and his
staff were asked to review the Sign Ordinance. He said that overall they
like it, but the issue that they regularly face has to do with temporary signs
and the ability to enforce based on a time period. As of now, there is no
way to capture time and that presents a problem in enforcement. Code
Enforcement Official Karen Dixon presented different kinds of temporary
signs with reference to the Sign Ordinance, the first being “wind signs”.
Sarah Jackson-Butler asked if there is any type of zero-dollar permitting
process in place. Ben White responded that there is not, but that this could
be added. City Attorney, Alan Lathrom, suggested using the term
“registration” rather than “permit” as to avoid monetary confusion. A
discussion followed regarding appropriate terminology (register/notify/etc.)
and establishing a process for this. This will be an internai process
between city staff.

Karen Dixon addressed “balloon signs” next. She said the issue again is
identifying time and the length of time a sign has been displayed. Craig
Overstreet asked if the city has a lot of balloon signs. Karen Dixon said
there are not many but there is a need to clarify. Bryce Thompson asked if
the department would want these signs registered as well. Chief said yes
they would.

The next sign brought to attention was "grand opening” signs. Chief
suggested that maybe there shouldn’t be a permit for this since it is
associated with a Certificate of Occupancy and needs to be handled
through the CO process. In staying with that process, he said it is easier to
capture a time. Sarah Jackson-Butler asked who the building official is.
Ben White responded that he is the building official.

B. At this point, Chairman Thompson stated that a concerned resident brought
some concerns regarding downtown signs to the attention of the board
through a letter, which is attached at the end of this document. Chairman
Thompson cited some examples form the letter, such as non-conforming use
and pole signs and sign placement. Alan Lathrom provided an explanation of
how zoning and sign ordinances overlap and how the interpretation of zoning
definitions changed when ordinance changed. He said the city still had to
recognize non-conforming rights.

Sarah Jackson Butler asked how then, are we to interpret the ordinances?
Alan Lathrom said in these cases, the variance process needs to take
place. Sarah Jackson-Butler argued that it still comes back to
interpretation. Ben White stated that each case is evaluated separately.



Alan Lathrom added that there are several steps and sections to look at.
The ordinance is restrictive in the central area and there may be
inconsistencies in interpretation.

Craig Overstreet had two questions: 1.For city events, how long can signs
be put up with permission from homeowner? Alan Lathrom replied that
special event signs may go up 14 days before an event and must be taken
down 14 days after the event concludes. 2. What do we call signs on the
Chaparral Trail? They are directional or informational signs.

Chairman Thompson asked if 14 days is a blanket length. Alan Lathrom
answered that it is specified under certain sections as to length,
restrictions, and permits. Ben White added that the City has taken the
attitude that city signs should be in line with what we require of our
commercial businesses, which are monument signs. Alan Lathrom
corrected himself as he misspoke regarding length of time signs can be
put up before an event; they may go up 7 days in advance not 14.

Ben White asked if all issues within the letter had been covered. Bryce
Thompson said no and that there appears to be an issue regarding corner
buildings and having a sign on both sides. Ben White did not believe that
was correct and said that is addressed under “wali signs”. The ordinance
outlines very specifically what is allowed. The Central Area (CA) portion
further identifies what is/is not allowed.

Alan Lathrom said it appears that the ordinance addresses the issues
within the letter, but there are times when this is not what the owner
wants. To really analyze the situation, designs and images are needed.
Bryce Thompson stated that he did not recall any requests for variances
pertaining to these issues for signage downtown. Russell Chandler
mentioned that in the past, ReMax and the Bank requested variances.
Ben White added that the City does not try to prohibit anything but rather
work with people. He also said that someone cannot get a variance for
something that is prohibited.

The topic of A-frame signs was addressed. They are prohibited in central
area. Sandwich boards, on the other hand, are allowed. These consist of 2
pieces of wood connected with hinges. The ordinance was done this way
because of ADA clearance and size.

Craig Overstreet noticed that under Sect. 56.110, the ordinance reads the
P&Z sits as the Sign Board of Appeals. This is not true. The City Council is
the Sign Board of Appeals.

Sarah Jackson-Butler asked for clarification on the size percentages of
signs to be placed near windows. Above windows is 25% and below
windows is 10%.



V.

Russell Chandler went back to the temporary signs, such as those that the
Fire Department puts downtown. He said this is not allowed, correct? Alan
Lathrom said that those signs fall under special events and can be put out
no earlier than 7 days before the event.

Ben White said staff will come back to P&Z Board with changes and they
can give direction. Alan Lathrom added that nothing is intended to
discriminate but rather to give consistency. Sarah Jackson-Butler asked
about SectioOn 56.4f. Alan Lathrom clarified that the building official
absolutely can revoke but is not binding to the city.

Craig Overstreet asked if the lights around Blevins Gallery were allowed
stating that they are light pollution. Alan Lathrom said this would be locked
in to.

DECEMBER, 2005 EDITION; AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF
THE CITY OF FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS, AS HERETOFORE AMENDED,
THROUGH THE AMENDMENT OF CHAPTER 65, “SUBDIVISIONS,” BY THE
AMENDMENT OF SECTION 65-5, ENTITLED “ADOPTION OF PLANS AND
DESIGN MANUALS,” TO REFLECT THE ADOPTION OF THE JULY 2016
EDITION OF THE CITY OF FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS STANDARD
CONSTRUCTION DETAILS; REPEALING ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT

SECTION 1. INCORPORATION OF FINDINGS

All of the above premises are hereby found to be true and correct legislative and
factual determinations of the City of Farmersville and they are hereby approved
and incorporated into the body of this Ordinance as if copied in their entirety.

SECTION2. ADOPTION OF THE CITY OF FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS
STANDARD CONSTRUCTION DETAILS, JULY 2016 EDITION

The City Council of the City of Farmersville hereby adopts The City of
Farmersville, Texas Standard Construction Details, July 2016 Edition, a true copy
of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by reference for
all purposes allowed by law the same as if fully copied herein.

SECTION 3. DEVELOPMENT TO CONFORM TO THE CITY OF
FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS STANDARD CONSTRUCTION
DETAILS, JULY 2016 EDITION

From and after the effective date of this Ordinance, The City of Farmersville,
Texas Standard Construction Details, July 2016 Edition, establishes the
minimum standards which shall be complied with by any developer or property
owner filing an application to develop land within the City or its extraterritorial
jurisdiction.

SECTION 4. AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS, AS HERETOFORE AMENDED,
THROUGH THE AMENDMENT OF CHAPTER 65,
“SUBDIVISIONS,” BY THE AMENDMENT OF SECTION 65-5,
ENTITLED “ADOPTION OF PLANS AND DESIGN MANUALS,”
TO REFLECT THE ADOPTION OF THE JULY 2016 EDITION
OF THE CITY OF FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS STANDARD
CONSTRUCTION DETAILS

From and after the effective date of this Ordinance, Section 65-5 of the
Farmersville Code is hereby amended to read as follows:

“Sec. 65-5. - Adoption of plans and design
manuals.

A. The city has adopted the:

(1) Future Land Use Plan dated November 8,
2005;
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(2) Future Infrastructure Plan dated November 8,
2005;

(3) City of Farmersville, Texas Manual for the
Design of Storm Drainage Systems dated
February 13, 2007;

(4) City of Farmersville, Texas Manual for the
Design of Water and Sanitary Sewer Lines
dated February 13, 2007;

(6) City of Fammersville, Texas Standard
Construction Details, July 2016 Edition
(“Standard Construction Details"); and

(6) City of Farmersville, Texas Thoroughfare
Standards Design Manual dated July 13,
2004 and amended June 12, 2007; and

(7) Master Thoroughfare Plan  Adopted
September 12, 2006.

The designs and manuals referenced above in
subparagraph nos. (3), (4) and (6) are referred to
collectively as Design Manuals. True copies of the
foregoing Design Manuals, Standard Construction
Details and various Plans are incorporated herein
by reference for all purposes allowed by law, the
same as if fully copied herein.

B. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 65-9,
"Pending applications,” of this Code, all
applications for plat approval, including final plats
and record plats, shall conform to the foregoing
Design Manuals, Standard Construction Details
and/or Plans save and except only to the extent
that the application of such regulations are not
exempt under Section 245.004 of the Texas Local
Government Code. If the applications for plat
approval, including final plats and record plats, for
a particular project have not lapsed or are not
dormant and qualify for consideration under
Sections 245.002 and 245.003 of the Texas Local
Government Code, such plat applications shall be
reviewed under the regulations in effect
immediately preceding the effective date of the
ordinance from which the individually referenced
Design Manuals, Standard Construction Details or
Plans is derived. However, a property owner may
opt, at the owner's sole discretion, that such a plat
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instead be reviewed under the then current Design
Manuals, Standard Construction Details and/or
Plans referenced.”

SECTION 5. CUMULATIVE REPEALER

This Ordinance shall be cumulative of all other Ordinances and shall not repeal
any of the provisions of such Ordinances except for those instances where there
are direct conflicts with the provisions of this Ordinance. Ordinances or parts
thereof in force at the time this Ordinance shall take effect and that are
inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are
inconsistent with this Ordinance. Provided however, that any complaint, action,
claim or lawsuit which has been initiated shall continue to be govemned by the
provisions of such Ordinance and for that purpose the Ordinance shall remain in
full force and effect.

SECTION 6. SAVINGS

All rights and remedies of the City of Farmersville are expressly saved as to any
and all violations of the provisions of any Ordinances which have accrued at the
time of the effective date of this Ordinance; and, as to such accrued violations
and all pending litigation, both civil and criminal, whether pending in court or not,
under such Ordinances, same shall not be affected by this Ordinance but may be
prosecuted until final disposition by the courts.

SECTION 7. SEVERABILITY

It is hereby declared to be the intention of the City Council of the City of
Farmersvilie that the phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs, and sections of
this Ordinance are severable, and if any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, or
section of this Ordinance should be declared unconstitutional by valid judgment
or final decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality
shall not affect any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs, or
sections of this Ordinance, since the same would have been enacted by the City
Council without incorporation in this Ordinance of any such unconstitutional
phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, or section.

SECTION 8. GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY

All of the regulations provided in this ordinance are hereby declared to be
governmental and for the health, safety and welfare of the general public. Any
member of the City Council or any City official or employee charged with the
enforcement of this ordinance, acting for the City of Farmersville in the discharge
of his/her duties, shall not thereby render himself/herself personally liable; and
he/she is hereby relieved from all personal liability for any damage that might
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accrue to persons or property as a result of any act required or permitted in the
discharge of his/her said duties.

SECTION 9. INJUNCTIONS

Any violation of this ordinance can be enjoined by a suit filed in the name of the
City of Farmersville in a court of competent jurisdiction, and this remedy shall be
in addition to any penal provision in this ordinance or in the Code of the City of
Farmersville.

SECTION 10. ENGROSSMENT AND ENROLLMENT

The City Secretary of the City of Farmersville is hereby directed to engross and
enroll this Ordinance by copying the exact Caption and the Effective Date clause
in the minutes of the City Council of the City of Farmersville and by filing this
Ordinance in the Ordinance records of the City.

SECTION 11. EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after it passage and
publication of the caption as required by law.
