* Mayor Rice called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Council members Craig
Overstreet, Donny Mason, Mike Hurst and Todd Rolen were all present. Michael
Hesse was not in attendance. City staff members Ben White, Sandra Green,
Daphne Hamlin, Paula Jackson, Kim Morris, Rick Ranspot and City Attorney
Alan Lathrom were also present.

» Prayer was led by Rick Ranspot, Farmersville Warrant Officer, followed by the
pledges to the United States and Texas flags.

» Calendar of upcoming holidays and meetings.

> Mayor Rice indicated that a CPR class would be held in the Civic Center
Friday night.

» Mayor Rice announced that Main Street received State Accreditation again
this year.

» Mayor Rice also explained the first class for the Citizens Police Academy
would be next Thursday.

tl. PUBLIC COMMENT

» Cliff Hibbits who resides at 6018 County Road 572 stated he is in the process of
opening an ice cream store in town. He complained about the City process to
receive permits and inspections.

 Nadine Winterrowd who lives at 17250 County Road 656 stated her property
backs up to the Chaparral Trail. She stated that she felt the presentation of
Sugar Hill Adventures that was on the agenda showed no planning and the City
would not receive any benefits from it. She asked the Council to vote no in
regards to this project or to table it.

Iv.

e Dennis Winterrowd who also lives at 17250 County Road 656 stated he came to
the Council approximately one year ago to discuss his opposition to the Sugar
Hill Adventures project. The properties that surround the proposed project are
residential homes in a nice quiet area. He is concerned that opening up the
Chaparral Trail to this project would be negative.

» Donna Williams who resides at 1985 State Highway 78 and owns the Red Door
Antiques downtown spoke about the downtown music. She stated how the
music adds to the downtown and people are enjoying it. She also stated that
since the ADA has been completed on the square it is difficult to get into her
store.

e Gordon Scott, 103 N. Washington, allowed Diane Piwko to speak on his behalf.

» Diane Piwko who resides at 200 McKinney Street read a statement that she had
prepared and passed out to the City Council. She spoke in regards to the music
playing downtown and was against it. She spoke of the City's noise ordinance
and how the music was a nuisance because she resides in the downtown area.

V. PUBLIC HEARING

A. Public hearing to consider, discuss and act upon changing City Hall hours to
Monday through Thursday 7:30 am to 5:30 pm and on Friday from 7:30 am to
11:30 am.

* Mayor Rice opened the public hearing at 6:28 p.m. and asked if anyone
was in attendance who wanted to speak for or against the item.
No one came forward so he closed the public hearing at 6:29 p.m.
Ben White presented a survey of City Hall activity for the past two weeks.
Donny Mason asked what would happen if someone wanted a permit on
Friday afternoon.

+ Ben White stated they could would have to obtain the permit Monday
morning, but the City does have a 24 hour drop box for utility payments.

» Craig Overstreet stated other cities are also going to these hours and the

City's on-call services, including Fire and Police, would remain available
during all hours. He suggested doing a pilot program until June to see
how it goes.

Mike Hurst wanted to bring up that when construction picks ups then
people might need permits and other things on Fridays.

Ben White explained he would continue to survey City Hall traffic for the
next two weeks.

o Motion to table made by Craig Overstreet
o 2™ to approve was Mike Hurst
o All council members voted in favor

B. Public Hearing to consider, discuss and act upon a recommendation from the
Planning & Zoning Commission regarding an application requesting a change
in zoning on approximately 2.484 acres of land, more or less, in the W.B
Williams Survey, Abstract A 282 and the D. J. Jaynes Survey, Abstract A 471,
of Farmersville, Collin County, Texas, from C — Commercial District uses to
MF-2 — Multifamily Residence — 2 District uses. The property is located
generally on the north side of Audie Murphy Parkway (U.S. Highway 380) in
an area that is east of Raymond Street, also known as 303 Raymond Street,
Kings Ridge One Addition, in Farmersville, Collin County, Texas.

Mayor Rice opened the public hearing at 6:37 p.m.

Wahed Mohammad who owns the property stated he bought the property
as an investment. He stated his plan was to start with about half the units
and then the other half at a later date. He explained he was not going to
open the development up to Waters Street. He also stated the property
would not be for low incomes.

Mike Goldstein who resides at 1453 N. Highway 78 stated he owns
property west of Raymond Street and he was concerned about the roads
that would lead to the apartments. He was in opposition of the
development.

John Cooper who resides at 307 Wilcoxson owns the three buildings near
the Sonic and had concerns about the street conditions and if traffic was
added how it would make the roads worse. He explained that Waters
Street was just a gravel road and would not accommodate the traffic.
Wahed Mohammad stated the property would not have an entrance on to
Water Street. He also stated the project would bring added taxes to the
City.

Mayor Rice closed the public hearing at 6:44 p.m.

Alan Lathrom explained because the Planning & Zoning Commission
recommended denial of the rezone it would require a 75% majority vote if
Council decided to approve it.

Donny Mason stated he would make a motion to disapprove.

Craig Overstreet stated he would make the second, but he wanted to
explain why. He explained that he felt it should be commercial because it
has been zoned that way for years.

e Mayor Rice read the caption of the Ordinance.

REQUIREMENTS, APPROPRIATING THE VARIOUS AMOUNTS

» Daphne Hamlin stated the Fire Department received a grant where their
match was $15,000 and they would like to put those funds back in their
clothing allowance.

* Donny Mason asked if they could just place it in the general fund in case
they needed it for something else.

» Daphne Hamlin stated they were already down in the clothing allowance
but they could move it later if was not used.

o Motion to approve made by Craig Overstreet

Daphne Hamlin stated one of the police cars was involved in an accident
where someone hit it. The Police Department had the car fixed, but we
just received the money for the claim. They want to place that money in to
their clothing allowance.

Craig Overstreet asked for the amount of the claim
Daphne Hamlin stated it was $2,956.00

VI. REGULAR AGENDA

A.  Yearly update and presentation from Community Waste Disposal (CWD).

Robert Medigovich from CWD presented the Power Point that was in the
Council Packet. He explained one new service they are offering is
CartWash.com to where people can pay to have their trash and recycle
bins cleaned. He presented an award for recycling to Mayor Rice.

B. Consider, discuss an act upon a recommendation from the Planning & Zoning
Commission regarding the Winterrowd 2194 Addition Final Plat of Lots 1-3,
Block 1.

Ben White stated the plat had been reviewed and approved by the City's
engineering firm and the Planning & Zoning Commission recommended
approval at their meeting.

Mike Hurst asked about the restrictions on the property.

Alan Lathrom stated he was not sure what deed restrictions were on the
property but the City could not require or enforce those restrictions.
Nadine Winterrowd stated there were no mobile homes allowed on the

property due to the deed restrictions and a house had to be at least 1,500
square feet.

o Motion to approve made by Todd Rolen
o 2" to approve was Donny Mason
o All council members voted in favor

C.  Consider, discuss and act upon Sugar Hill Adventures regarding possible
connection to the Chaparral Trail.

Sean Mosley addressed Council and presented the Power Point in the
agenda packet. He explained his vision for the property was to have

recreational vehicle lots and cabins for people to come and enjoy the
outdoors and the Chaparral Trail. He asked Council to grant him
permission to access the trail from his property. He said he would have
bicycle repair stations and a power wash at the entrance to the trail that
people could utilize. The area of access would also have vending
machines with drinks and snacks.

» Donny Mason asked if the City had the legal right to allow him to have
access to the trail.

e Ben White stated access could be granted because it had been allowed in
other places. The accesses were granted for residences, but currently no
commercial properties.

o Sean Mosely stated that his property would be gated and no motorized
vehicles would be allowed on the trail.

o Craig Overstreet asked if Sean Mosley had spoken to the non-profit owner
of the trail to see if they would have an issue with him connecting to it.

¢ Sean Mosley stated he had spoken to the Coalition.

Ben White explained there were several owners of the trail. He stated the
North East Texas Trail Coalition was the glue that held the trail together. It
has a Board of Directors and a Director that runs the day to day operations.

e Sean Mosley explained they would have on-site septic and they would
receive water from Caddo Basin. He stated he had already spoken with
TxDOT and the County Fire Marshall's Office regarding the entrance to his
property.

Mayor Rice asked about the time frame people would be allowed to stay.
Sean Mosley stated they would be allowed to stay for 30 days.

Donny Mason asked if he was going to have a gate down by the trail to
keep random people off his property.

e Sean Mosely stated yes and the gates would only be opened during their
business hours.

» Mike Hurst stated he felt the Council should discuss and research it a little
more before any action should be taken.

» Mayor Rice called for a break at 7:32 p.m.
Mayor Rice reconvened the meeting at 7:40 p.m.

D. Consider, discuss and act upon downtown lighting and sound system.
o Ben White addressed Council and presented survey results.
» Mayor Rice stated that when he saw people from out of town he would
introduce himself and ask what they thought about the music downtown.
He explained that most of the people stated it added to the downtown area.
» Craig Overstreet stated that a compromise should be made regarding the
music playing during the day and evening. He believes the music should

be played during downtown business hours and that it should be quiet on
Sundays.

Mike Hurst believes there should be a time limit set on the music. He felt
that 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. would be okay and he thought Sunday should
not have any music playing.

Mayor Rice stated he liked the 9:00 a.m. — 8:00 p.m. schedule.

Mike Hurst stated the people he had spoken to stated that the music was a
little loud sometimes. He also stated testing the sound level would be
appropriate.

Donny Mason stated 9:30 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. and no Sundays.

The overall consensus of the Council was the pilot program should be from
9:30 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. with no music on Sundays.

Ben White suggested the lighting stay on the buildings, but the lighting in
the median be taken down after Christmas. He indicated the trees have to
be pruned and the cords run along the ground and become a tripping
hazard. He explained it would be maintained by the City's electrical crew.
The consensus of the Council agreed with Ben regarding the lighting.

E. Consider, discuss and act upon the possibility of running a fiber optic network.

Ben White went over the Power Point presentation that was in the agenda
packet. He is requesting that Council allow him to conduct a survey. The
survey would investigate the desire of the citizens in regards to
establishing a fiber optic utility system.

Mayor Rice stated that recently we have had several outages from
Spectrum. He wanted to know if a fiber optic system would help with this.
Ben White stated they had recommended a redundant path so if one was
down another would come online.

Craig Overstreet asked what the cost would be in conducting a survey.
Ben White explained he would print the survey and place it in the
envelopes with the water bills.

Craig Overstreet stated the City did not have the extra funds for the fiber
optic network. He explained the City needed to take care of the current
problems the City faces. He indicated that we have problems like getting
inspections completed in a timely manner. He said the City has an aging
water, sewer and electrical system and those needed to be fixed before
we looked into something like fiber optic systems.

Ben White explained the water, sewer and electrical systems are from the
enterprise funds and not the general fund.

Craig Overstreet stated that every citizen would like the fiber optic system
but the City has to distinguish between wants and needs. He explained
he did not feel this was a high priority.

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» Mike Hurst stated he felt the same way because if the City spent $7 million
on a fiber optic system and not fixed the streets then people would
complain. He does not feel that it would be good for the City right now.

» Donny Mason agreed and stated the City had streets that needed to be
fixed now.

¢ Donny Mason stated Michael Hesse wanted ultility bill costs for rental houses
discussed.

Denny Mason also wanted an update on Hamilton Street

Mike Hurst requested the silent crossing on the agenda.

o Mike Hurst also wanted the Caddo Basin Agreement at Shinn Circle, Reliable
Concrete and Camden Park updates on the agenda. He also stated the brush
on site at Camden Park needed to be removed.

o Mike Hurst requested a training session for OpenGov.

o Craig Overstreet requested a review of outside inspection services, and updates
on the replacing of stop signs and the restriping of downtown parking.

Mrs. Piwko said special permits are required. Mr. White stated when he thought
through this are there are 2 ways we can handle this, either we can carve out and hold
things back anything along the corridor of highway 380, the other way would be is to go
through this and pick and choose the ones you want to keep. For instance what Mrs.
Piwko is talking about maybe there should be an exception paragraph, stating this does
not apply to the heavy industrial area. Does anyone have any other suggestions? Mrs.
Piwko stated what we are doing is running businesses through the ringer. Mr. White
said we could add a paragraph that with certain business’s this does not apply. Mr.
White stated let's review and then come back.

Mrs. Piwko said we don't’ want storage, but mid-size businesses. Mr. White stated let's
review. Example item 3 does not seem appropriate for the City of Farmersville, section
(4) removes carwash. Mr. White stated he could see a need for a truck storage facility,
Contract shops, self-storage, game rooms we have to have an allowed area for game
rooms, but we could further restrict this type of business. Mr. Tedford stated if they
wanted to put in a carwash can they do it. Mr. White stated if the primary use is a car
wash it is not allowed in Highway commercial area. Mr. Collins asked how far back
does the Highway Commercial go. Mr. Tedford stated he believes it is 200 foot from
center of the road. Mrs. Piwko said you can add sexually oriented businesses to
section (4).

Section (5) Mr. White asked for comments. Please note this is the only one with height
limitation of 40°. Mrs. Piwko asked if the new Palladium apartments are meeting those
requirement. Mr. White stated they are meeting those requirements.

Section (6) item a fagade requirement of 75 percent masonry, suggesting we remove
this requirement. This is for industrial use. Mrs. Piwko what if you did (a) or (b), create
an attractive entrance, Mrs. Piwko said she would keep one or the other to make it more
attractive. Mr. Smith stated he leans toward if it is industrial make it look industrial.

Mrs. Piwko feels a front entrance needs to be attractive. Mr. White stated what he is
hearing from the EDC Board is to keep (a) or (b), but in (b) only main entrance, and no
modular buildings.

Mr. White stated section (d) suggest no material.

Mr. White stated section (f) mechanical screening, very basic requirement. Some may
have very large heating and air. Board agrees with section (f)
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Mr. White stated on section (g), and (h), removing, do not think it is practical. Section
(h) stating loading in a particular place, to restricting get rid of section (h)

Section (i) Mr. Smith stated salvage yard is in 3.66 heavy industrial, special use permit.
Mr. White stated adding in the prohibited use area add towing, salvage,

Mr. Collins stated feels this needs to have more review. Mr. White stated what
happened when this document was done we did not have an industrial area, we just
don’t want to be so restrictive. Mr. Smith suggested removing section (i)

Section (j) cross access, Mr. White suggested this is not required. It does not fit well
with our City, remove section (j).

Under 7 (b) (ii), private drives two lane or greater. Mrs. Piwko asked about the 40 foot
tree, is it needed. Mrs. Piwko suggested removing 40 foot or make it 80 foot tree.

Item 7 © screening of parking areas to much for industrial area, Mrs. Piwko suggested
leave section (d) (ii) entries should be accented.

Mrs. Piwko suggested adding under prohibited uses; animal rendering, other than a vets
office, what about adding cemetery. Mr. White said we could try, but would not be good
use of that area. Mr. Collins asked do we allow recycle operations. Add this to
prohibited uses as well. Mrs. Piwko stated since we removed outside storage. Mr.
White stated that is a retail facility, not manufacturing. They would not fall into industrial
use area. Mr. Lane stated on the rendering, slaughter houses need to be added as
well.

CONSIDER, DISCUSS AND ACT UPON ITEMS RELATING TO STREETS AND
UTILITIES FOR THE NEW COLLIN COLLEGE CAMPUS

Mr. White stated the bond is approved, we have a match through Collin County for the
same amount. Mr. Collins asked are we going to extend Collin Parkway further to the
north. Mr. White stated not sure how far we wiil go beyond that. Mr. White showed the
rendering from McCord, designed a loop feed. Along County Road 611 and
Farmersville Parkway, goes behind the industrial area then behind Tedford Chevrolet.
Idea is to create a loop throughout the complex. This would allow to feed from one
direction or the other. All of this was not in the original plans. College approached us
and ask for the City to pay. Startup cost is approximately $160k, asking EDC Board for
funding. Believe the estimate is pretty good. This would supply the College a
transformer and meter at the site, this would able the College to move forward. Mr.
White stated he may ask the college for the remaining electrical cost at a 50/50. Mr.
White stated this would be an additional 160k. Mr. Tedford what is the pay back of the
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160k, is it in our best interest to go ahead, Mr. Tedford asked 1o see the numbers. Mrs.
Piwko asked if the college will have demand rates. Mr. White stated yes not sure if it
will be medium or high. Mr. White will come back with a2 budget amendment. Mr.
Collins stated the infrastructure in place will be more advantageous for the City. Mr.
Lane asked for Mr. White if we can go into executive a session to discuss at next
meeting.

RECEIVE UPDATE ON CONCRETE FACILITIES

No news with Nelson or Reliable, no contact with Martin Marietta. Mrs. Piwko said
since reliable is moving equipment does it meet TCEQ. Mr. White stated does not have
anything to do with age. Mr. Lane stated on these facilities it matters how they operate
and keep records. Mr. White stated he is receiving a lot of interest in the area for
cement facilities. Mr. White stated he had a KCS meeting today there is a large interest
with these facilities. KCS has a need for a Trans load facility in this area. Mr. White
feels KCS looks at Farmersville as a strategic place. KCS also mentioned tax free
zones. Mr. White suggested we start developing that and make it available.
Farmersville needs to be able to compete. Mr. White suggested a line item to discuss
at the next meeting. Mrs. Piwko stated Greenville has a lot of land and facilities
available.

RECEIVE UPDATE ON CAMDEN COMMERCIAL LOTS

Mr. White said there really is no news. It is zoned commercial, Have not heard of
anything happening. Not ready to develop.

RECEIVE UDPATE ON PERMITS ISSUED TO BUSINESSES

Mr. White stated the permits sheet is not divided up yet. Once we get this divided it will
show different permits issued. Mrs. Piwko asked for names of business and locations.
Mr. White stated he has list and will forward.

HigHway COMMERCIAL OVERLAY DISTRICT

Purpose

The Highway Commercial (HC) Overlay District is intended to provide for retail, service,
and office uses within the Highway 380 and Highway 78 corridors, with the high traffic
volumes and high visibility, The regulations and standards of this district are designed to
enhance the aesthetic and functional characteristics of this transportation corridor.
Overlay zoning district regulations apply in combination with underlying {base) zoning
district regulations and all other applicable standards of this zoning ordinance. All
applicable regulations of the underlying base zaning district apply ta property in an
overlay zoning district unless otherwise expressly stated. When overlay district standards
conflict with standards that otherwise apply in the underlying, base zoning district, the
regulations of the overlay zoning district govern.

Permitted Uses

All applicable land uses of the underlying base zoning district apply to property in the HC
overlay zoning district unless otherwise expressly stated. See Subsection 3.6 Schedule of
Permitted Uses for a complete listing.

The following uses are allowed by right within the HC overlay zoning district:

The walls may be interspersed with ornamental metal panels,
Loading Area Placement and Screening — Loading areas shall be located on the side
and/or rear sides of buildings within the HC district, The loading areas shall be
screened from view of public streets and from adjacent residential uses by wing walls,
landscaping or other screening features.
Screening of Automobile Storage Areas — Storage areas for automobiles that have
been towed, are being staged before or after repairs, and/or stored for auction shall
be screened by a minimum six (6) foot tall masonry wall or a solid, irrigated
landscaped screen of shrubs that will achieve a height of & feet within two {2) years
of planting.
Cross Access — Cross access easements shall be required between properties within
the HC district to allow access to existing and proposed median openings and left turn
lanes and to provide access to two public streets. Access drives/sisles/access
easements should be extended to the development’s property boundary in order to
provide for connectivity with future development(s). The Planning and Zoning
Commission may determine that cross access is not appropriate for security reasons
or where topography and existing site conditions make cross access difficult.

Landscaping shall be required on all developments and shall be ctompleted prior to
the issuance of the certificate of occupancy.

Sereening of parking areas and drive aisles adjacent to public right-of-way

i, landscaped screening is required for all parking areas and drive aisles within 50
feet of the property line.

Landscaping adjacent to buildings

impact industrial uses and sensitive natural areas due to their high generation of traffic,
noise levels, emissions, lighting and odors: and

It is hereby declared to be the intention of the City Council that the several provisions of
this Ordinance are severable, and if any court of competent jurisdiction shall judge any
provisions of this Ordinance to be illegal, invalid, or unenforceable, such judgment shai!
not affect any other provisions of this Ordinance which are not specifically designated as
being illegal, invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION 6. REPEALER

This Ordinance shall be cumulative of all other Ordinances, resolutions, and/or policies
of the City, whether written or otherwise, and shall not repeal any of the provisions of
those ordinances except in those instances where the provisions of those ordinances
are in direct conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance. Any and all ordinances,
resolutions, and/or policies of the City, whether written or otherwise, which are in any
manner in conflict with or inconsistent with this Ordinance shall be and are hereby
repealed to the extent of such conflict and/or inconsistency.

SECTION 7. PENALTY

Any person, firm, partnership, corporation, or other entity violating any provision
contained in this Ordinance shall, upan conviction, be fined an amount not more than

$2,000.00; and each day a violation exists shall be deemed a separale offense, A
culpable mental state is not required.
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SECTION 8. PUBLICATION

The City Secretary of the City of Farmersville is hereby directed lo publish in the Official
Newspaper of the City of Farmersville the Caption, Penalty and Effective Date Clause of
this Ordinance as required by Section 52.011 of the Local Govemment Code.

SECTION 9. ENGROSSMENT AND ENROLLMENT

The City Secretary of the City of Farmersville is hereby directed to engross and enroll
this Ordinance by copying the exact Caption and the Effeclive Date clause in the

minules of the City Council of the City of Farmersville and by filing this Ordinance in the
Ordinance records of the City.

SECTION 10. SAVINGS

All rights and remedies of the City of Farmersville are expressly saved as lo any and aj
violations of the provisions of any Ordinances which have accrued at the time of the
efieclive date of this Ordinance; and, as to such accrued violations and all pending
litigation, both civil and criminal, whether pending in court or not, under such
Ordinances, same shall not be affected by this Ordinance but may be prosecuted until
final disposition by the courts.

SECTION 11. EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its adoption and publication in
accordance with and as provided by Texas law.

MASTER CONTRACT FOR PLAN REVIEW AND INSPECTION SERVICES

This Agreement is for plan review and inspection services provided by Bureau Veritas North America Inc.,
(herein called “BVNA™), for the City of Farmersville, Texas {(Jurisdiction). BVNA will have an exclusive contract
for Third Party Plan Review and Inspection of Residential and Commercial Projects.

BVNA and the representatives of BVNA are charged as the Department of Building Safety for the provisions of the
Jurisdiction's Adopted Building Code, Residential Code, Mechanical Code, Electrical Code, Plumbing Code, and
Energy Code as defined by the International Building Code as published by the International Code Council.

BVNA and the representatives of BVNA are charged with the enforcement of the provisions of the Jurisdiction’s
Building Code, Residential Code, Mechanical Code, Electrical Code, Plumbing Code, and Energy Code acting in
good faith and without malice in the discharge of the duties required by these codes or other pertinent law or
ordinance shall not thereby be rendered personally liable for damages that may accrue to persons or propesty as a
result of an act or by reason of an act or omission in the discharge of such duties.

Plan Review

Plan Review services shall be conducted as required by the Jurisdiction’s Building Code, Residential Code,
Mechanical Code, Electrical Code, Plumbing Code, Energy Code, and other provided documents as approved by the
Jurisdiction. Applicants will be notified of Plan Review Comments and are responsible for addressing comments to
the satisfaction of the Jurisdiction. The Jurisdiction has final interpretive authority over ail plans and specifications.
Permits are issued by the Jurisdiction.

Inspections

Inspection services shall be conducted as required by the Jurisdiction's Building Code, Residential Code,
Mechanical Code, Electrical Code, Plumbing Code, and Energy Code. Special inspections as specified in chapter 17
of the adopted International Building Code are not included and may be required as specified in the International
Building Code. Any violations of the Jurisdiction’s codes or concealment of any work prior to approval by BVNA
will be reported to the Building Official of the Jurisdiction. The Building Official of the Jurisdiction is the final
interpretive authority and the Certificate of Occupancy will be issued at the discretion of the Jurisdiction.

Fees

In exchange for the services, the Jurisdiction will pay to BVNA fees according to the schedule attached hereto and
incorporated herein for all purposes on Exhibit A, (“Fee Schedule”). The Jurisdiction will be billed for services
rendered monthly, due Net 30.

Indemnity

Jurisdiction agrees to hold harmless, indemnify and defend BVNA, and its employees, affiliates, officers, directors
and agents and subcontractors, and each of their employees, affiliates, officers, directors and agents, against all
claims, suits, fines and penalties, including attorney’s fees and other costs of settlement and defense, when such
liabilities arise out of or are related to this Agreement or the Services, except to the extent that they are caused by
BVNA’s gross negligence or willful misconduct.



Risk Allocation and Limitation of Liability

The total aggregate liability of BVNA shall not exceed $50,000 or the amount of the total project fees hereunder,
whichever is greater, for BVNA’s grossly negligent professional acts, or errors or omissions. Jurisdiction agrees
that in no instance shall BVNA be responsible, in total or in part, for the errors or omissions of any other
professional, contractor, Subcontractor or any other party. Jurisdiction also agrees that BVNA shall not be
responsible for the means, methods, procedures performance or safety of the construction contractors or
Subcoentractors, or for their errors or omissions.

Resolution of Disputes

All claims, disputes, controversies or matters in question arising out of, or relating to, this Agreement or any breach
thereof, including but not limited to disputes arising out of alleged design defects, breaches of contract, errors,
omissions, or acts of professional negligence, (collectively “Disputes”) shall be submitted to mediation before and as
a condition precedent to pursuing any other remedy. Upon written request by either pasty to this Agreement for
mediation of any dispute, Jurisdiction and BVNA shall select a neutral mediator by mutual agreement. Such
selection shall be made within ten (10) calendar days of the date of receipt by the other party of the written request
for mediation. In the event of failure to reach such agreement or in any instance when the selected mediator is
unable or unwilling to serve and a replacement mediator cannot be agreed upon by Jurisdiction and BVNA within
ten (10) calendar days, a mediator shall be chosen as specified in the Construction Industry Mediation Rules of the
American Arbitration Association then in effect, or any other appropriate rules upon which the parties may agree.
Any cause of action brought against BVNA shall be brought within one-year of the work or services performed
under this Agreement. Should either party to this Agreement commence any legal action against the other party
arising out of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover its reasonable litigation expenses,
including court costs, expert witness fees, discovery expenses, and attorney's fees.

Assigns

Neither party may assign this Agreement or any right or obligation hereunder without the prior written consent of the
other party, which shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed; provided, however, that no consent shall be necessary
in the event of an assignment to a successor entity resulting from a merger, acquisition or consolidation by either party or
an assignment to an Affiliate of either party if such successor or Affiliate assumes all obligations under this Agreement.
Any attempted assignment, which requires consent hereunder, shall be void and shall constitute a material breach of this
Agreement if such consent is not obtained.

Governing Law

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the state where the work is
performed in a court of competent jurisdiction.

Whaiver of Jury Trial

Each party waives its right to a jury trial in any court action arising between the parties, whether under this
Agreement or otherwise related to the work being performed under this Agreement,

It is expressly understood & agreed that the enforcement of these terms and conditions shall be reserved to
Jurisdiction and BVNA. Nothing contained in the agreement shall give or allow any claim or right of action
whatsoever by any third person. It is the express intent of Jurisdiction and BVNA that any such person or entity,
other then Jurisdiction or BVNA, receiving services or benefits under this agreement shall be deemed an incidental

beneficiary.
Non-Solicitation / Hiring of Employees

To promote an optimum working relationship, Jurisdiction agrees in good faith not to directly or indirectly employ
or otherwise engage any employee of BVNA or any person employed by BVNA, within the prior six month period
without the prior written consent of BVNA, This restriction shall apply during the term of and for a period of one
(1) year after the termination of this Agreement. Jurisdiction further agrees that loss of any such employee would
involve considerable financial loss of an amount that could not be readily established by BVNA. Therefore, in the
event that Jurisdiction should breach this provision and without limiting any other remedy that may be available to
BVNA, Jurisdiction shall pay 10 BVNA a sum equal to the employee's current annual salary plus 12 additional
months of the employee’s current annual salary for training of a new employee as liquidated damages.

Interpretation of Agreement

This Agreement shall be interpreted as though prepared by all parties and shall not be construed unfavorably against
either party.

Termination

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Pathway to Prosperity: Missouri's
Katy Trail Is a Beautiful Model for
Commerce

Danielle Taylor i1t America's Trails Success Stories

Now in its 26th year, Missouri’'s Katy Trail supports small businesses across the state and
serves as a model for other rail-trail projects nationwide.

Missouri's nickname—the "Show Me State"—reflects its residents' prudent
tendency to question unsubstantiated claims, so when early proponents of the
Katy Trail began advocating for its creation in the mid-1980s, it was only natural
that their assertions of increased tourism and economic prosperity met with a
few skeptics. However, the trail has proved its worth several times over in the
quarter-ceniury since it opened, and it now supports more than 400,000
recreational users each year as well as dozens of communities and hundreds of
small businesses statewide.

The path to prosperity hasn't been without its bumps, and ongoing challenges
demonstrate the continuing need for oversight and advocacy. Still, the 237.7-
mile Katy Trail shines as one of the most robust rail-trail projects in America. In
September 2007, Rails-to-Trails Conservancy (RTC) inducted it into the Rail-Trail
Hall of Fame, the second of only 30 trails nationwide to receive this honor.

A Celebrated Trail

Passing through some of Missouri's most scenic areas, it makes sense that the
Katy Trail would be a popular pathway with tourists and locals. The eastern
poriion follows the Missouri River for 165 miles, where scenic farmland, fertile
floodplains and other distinctive topographic features showcase the area’s
natural history.

Along certain sections, towering limestone bluffs—documented by Meriwether
Lewis and William Clark in their famous Corps of Discovery Expedition (1804-
1806)—provide an otherworldly experience, and the trail segment between St.
Charles and Boonwville is an official portion of the Lewis and Clark National
Historic Trail.

Despite featuring many landscapes—including forests, wetlands, valleys,
remnant prairies and farmland—the trail is relatively flat and convenient for
many types of trail use. The Katy Trail is also part of the coast-to-coast American
Discovery Trail and is designated a Millennium Legacy Trail—a testament to the
trail's place in American history and culture.

The Road to Here

The Katy Trail's name comes from the rail line that once ran along its path—the
Missouri-Kansas-Texas Railroad (MKT}, first nicknamed the "K-T1." The company
incorporated in 1870, bought the Southern Branch of the Union Pacific Railway
that year and then began expanding from the nearly 200 miles of frack in
Kansas acquired as part of the deal. Over the next 100 years, the company laid
more than 3,500 additional miles of track throughout Missouri, Kansas, Ckiahoma
and Texas.

The portion of the MKT system between Boonville and St. Charles, Missouri, ran
along the floodplains of the Missouri River. It suffered multiple washouts over the
years that required extensive repairs. When an October 1986 flood severely
damaged a poriion of track along the route, the railroad decided against
performing yet another repair and sought permission from the Interstate
Commerce Commission (now the Surface Transportation Board) to abandon the
line.

Fortunately, recent federal legisiation in the form of railbanking (via an
amended National Trails System Act in 1983}—in which a railroad can transfer
management of a rail corridor to a recreation entity while preserving the line's



infrastructure for potential future transportation use—had paved the way for
conversion of the rail corridor to a trail, opening up a new opportunity for
Missourians.

The Missouri Deparimeni of Natural Resources jumped on the opportunity to
acquire the Katy's right of way and received a cerfificate of interim trail use in
1987—one of the first projects in the nation to benefit from the new railbanking
statute. Philanthropists Ted and Pat Jones, who had lobbied the Missouri
legislature for the project, donated $200,000 toward acquisition of the right-of-
way and $2 million toward consiruction costs.

In April 1990, the first section of the trail opened up between Rocheport and
McBaine. The Union Pacific Railroad, which purchased the MKT system in 1988,
donated a 33-mile extension in 1991, and the state continued adding sections
through 2011. Since then, expansion efforts have turned to the Rock Island Trail
project, a separate rail-frail that will intersect with the Katy and significantly
augment the state’s recreational offerings.
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Economic Impact




In 2012, Missouri State Parks conducted a study to determine the economic
impact of Katy Trail State Park based on user spending and found the trail had a
direct impact of $18.5 million per year. Roughly three dozen towns along the trail
welcome trail users to their restaurants, shops, bed-and-breakfast inns and other
businesses, and thousands of trail users plan mini-vacations each year that take
advantage of these establishments.

While some businesses existed before the trail and have seen an uptick in
revenue with the increased patronage, others specifically established their
companies fo cater to Katy traffic and have enjoyed significant success.

Todd White bought Katy Bike Rental in 2002 when it was just a small shop in the
town of Defiance. He has since expanded the business to a $500,000-per-year
enterprise with multiple locations. The Defiance location includes Robin's Nest, a
gift shop, and the Augusta store features Pop a Wheelie, an ice cream shop
with drinks and other concessions. Today the business employs 30 Missourians.

"We've bumped up sales sixteenfold since 2002,” White says, noting the
consistently high demand for his services from trail users. “My gross revenue
doubled between 2013 and 2015."

Many other businesses along the route have seen similar success based largely
on their proximity to the trail. *Over a three-day weekend, we'll get anywhere
from 20 io 100 bicyclists, weather depending,” says Mike Sloan, owner of the
Hermann Wurst Haus, which sits about 2 miles from the trail. “You can tell they're
from the trail by the way they're dressed and their cleats clicking as they walk
across the floor."”

Terry Heisler, owner of Augusta Brew Haus just a few steps from the trail in
Augusta, attributes the bulk of his revenue to cyclists and other trail users. "“We
get 80 to 85 percent of our weekend business from the Katy Trail,” he says. “This
place wouldn't survive without it."



Continuing Challenges

Like many rail-irail projects, the Katy Trail had early opponents among rural
residents who thought the trail would bring crime and other problems to their
homes, farms and communities. But the economic benefits brought by the Katy
combined with the near-absence of any mischief has changed people’s minds.

“There was a lot of social upheaval and opposition at first," says Missouri State
Parks Director Bill Bryan, who worked as a lawyer on Katy Trail property
compensation litigation during the railbanking process. “Farmers parked their
traciors on the line to block us at the time, but those same people see the
economic and recreation and lifestyle benefits now. One of the most ardent
[former] opponenis of the Katy Trail stood up in a meeting about the Rock Island
proposals and told folks who live along that line that 99 percent of people on
the Katy Trail are good people. No one's stealing watermelons or leaving litter
like they feared.”

Model for Others

As one of the nation's earliest railbanking projects, the Katy Trail has been
studied extensively by rail-frail proponents around the country who wish to
repeat its success. Recently, a group from the Arkansas Parks and Tourism
Departiment came to visit the Katy Trail as they consider an 87-mile rail-trail
project of their own along the Mississippi River. Kansas sent a delegation last
year to take notes for a rail-trail conversion that may one day connect with
Missouri's system in Kansas City.

“They came because the Katy Trail is in the RTC Hall of Fame, and there's
great opportunity here to understand what it takes," Bryan says of the Arkansas
visitors. “When they left, we asked if they had any feedback for us, and they said
this is exactly what they want to do."”

Former Columbia Mayor Darwin Hindman says, “The Katy Trail should be seen as
a teacher, and as an example of serendipity.” Hindman, whose 20-plus years of
advocacy for the trail earned him a Doppelt Family Rail-Trail Champion Award
from RTC, explains, “If you do something that reaches as many people in a
positive way as the Katy Trail does, good things are going to follow. You may not
know what they will be, but good things are going to follow.”
